17 You have taught me ever since | was
young, and I still tell of your wonderful acts. 1 Now that | am old and my hair is
gray, do not abandon me, O God! Be with me while | proclaim your power and
might to all generations to come. 1°Your righteousness, God, reaches the skies.
You have done great things; there is no one like you. 2°You have sent troubles
and suffering on me, but you will restore my strength; you will keep me from the
grave. 2 You will make me greater than ever; you will comfort me again.

Sermonic Principle(s)

2) Share your Personal Testimony

3) Ask GOD not to take you / call you home until you have witnessed to the Next
Generation

5) vs 22-24 Praise GOD all day LONG!!
