Sermonic Principle(s)
Answers the question, “What’s in it, or what’s the take away for me?”

1)  At the Heart of GOD is LOVE for HIS children!

2)  What baby chicks will do out of creature instinct, GOD’S Children won’t do

at DIVINE INVITATION!

3)  Only our WILLED OBEDIENCE is REAL OBEDIENCE!

4)  Only our WILLED LOVE is REAL LOVE!

5)  The LORD JESUS CHRIST can save US from our WORST SIN!  But NO ONE

can save US if we REJECT HIM!
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Action Point
