Sermonic Principle(s)

- Three (3) days later that tomb was EMPTY!

- HE was seen....ALIVE! 
(by Mary and Mary Magdalene)

- HE was seen....ALIVE, Heard and Worshipped by HIS eleven disciples

4)  Jesus died            HE Lives!

5)  Jesus is   “The Resurrection”!

6) Jesus is  GOD !!
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Action Point
Having heard and understood this teaching, answers the question, “WHAT should I 
do?”

LIVE LIKE IT!
Since HE.... DIED and            LIVES....
Receive HIM as LORD and SAVIOR!
OBEY HIM as LORD and SAVIOR!

WORSHIP HIM as LORD and SAVIOR!
Because HE is RISEN....

Because HE is GOD COME SEE! and
GO      TELL!

HE IS THE CHRIST OF VICTORY!!
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
