Sermonic Principle(s)
Answers the Question, “What’s in it, or What’s the take away for me?”

1)  PALM SUNDAY...
      a) - Recalls the account in SCRIPTURE of The LORD Jesus Christ’s entry     

             into Jerusalem

      b) - HE was greeted by people waving PALM Branches

      c) - It is a reminder for US / CHRISTIANS to welcome The LORD Jesus 

            Christ into our HEARTS and to be WILLING to FOLLOW HIM!!!

   Inevitable / Unavoidable Questions....

2)  ANSWER THE QUESTION (for yourself) And LIVE OUT...DAILY THAT
