3) Service TO HIM can be so/so REWARDING on one hand and

4) Whenever GOD wants to get a major work done HE calls out
a willing SERVANT

5) Never was there a time when men and women of Faith/
Principles/ Conviction/ and Courage are called out
to SERVE THE MASTER than NOW. . . RIGHT NOW!

6) The Divine Writer of the Book of Nehemiah declared three (3)
purposes for its Existence
a) to show the Steadfast Faithfulness of the returning exiles
In the face of severe opposition
b) to show the RIGHT PATH to PURITY of Worship...
the WORSHIP of the ONE TRUE GOD

c) to encourage GOD’s People of every Generation to be

a) Zerubbabel....The PRINCE represented the political class
b) Ezra................ The PRIEST represented the clergy class
c) Nehemiah....... The LAYMAN represented the everyday/
ordinary / servant class

11) Nehemiah’s RESPONSE was IMMEDIATE...

a) He HEARD the REPORT/He LISTENED and UNDERSTOOD

b) He SAT DOWN / He SAT DOWN and REMAINED SEATED

c) He WEPT / He CRIED and KEPT ON CRYING

d) He MOURNED / His TEARS were filled with SORROW and
GRIEF

e) He FASTED / He “COVERED” his mouth / He did NOT EAT
as a SACRIFICE

f) He PRAYED / He SORT the PRESENCE of GOD with
