     A) Obedience to GOD as an expression of our love and

    B) Thanksgiving  to GOD for ALL that HE….

     C) PRAISE  to Him not for ALL that HE does for us but for ALL 

           that HE is to us



Sermonic Principle(s)
Answers the Question, “What’s in it, or What’s the take away for me?”
1)  Psalm 149 was written by David, a shepherd / poet / musician / warrior and    
                  King
2)  David was “A man after GOD’s own heart” (1 Samuel 13:14) / (Acts 13:22)
3) David was the servant of GOD that experienced and expressed
      a)  Praise and Power
      b)  Adoration and Adversity
      c)  Song and Sword
      d)  Worship and Warfare
4) R / R / NF....as with David so with every Child of GOD / Servant of GOD 
5) Sometimes the Servant’s 2-Edged Sword is Literal and Deadly
6) Sometimes that 2-Edged Sword MUST be Actively and Aggressively USED 

against the enemy (enemies) of HIS KING and HIS PEOPLE
7)  R / R / NF....that there is a TIME to KILL and a TIME to HEAL (Ecc. 3:3)  
                         that there is a TIME to LOVE and a TIME to HATE
                                               a TIME of WAR and a TIME of PEACE (Ecc. 3:8)
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8) R / R / NF....that sometimes you and I MUST FIGHT!!!
                    ....that there is a Biblical and Sacred Concept of WAR!
                        (A JUST WAR)
9)  Consider the Elements of A JUST WAR
      a)  We MUST be facing IMMINENT DANGER....such that FORCE is both  
            necessary and proportionate to the DANGER / THREAT!
      b)  The WAR MUST have a “JUST CAUSE” (the defense of the common 
            good / a response to a serious INJUSTICE)
      c)  The WAR MUST be declared openly by the Proper Sovereign Authority
      d)  The AIM of the WAR MUST be to Establish a “JUST PEACE”
      e)  FORCE MUST be used “only” as a “LAST RESORT”
      f)  The expected BENEFITS of the WAR MUST outweigh the anticipated 
                                   COSTS of the WAR
      g)  There MUST be IMMUNITY for all NON-COMBATANTS
10) WTPT?  HTPP?
      The Child of GOD....
      The SERVANT of GOD MUST....
       Possess....The SPIRIT of The SON to express WORSHIP and
                          The SPIRIT of The SOLDIER to execute WAR!
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 LIVE LIKE IT!
